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The Journey to Bethlehem

Remind me, what is “Advent” about? It's a strange word we don't
use very often. Is Advent the season when we recognize that we didn’t
get enough sugar during the Thanksgiving holiday and so have a tradi-
tion of giving people a calendar with a piece of chocolate for each
day? No, that's not it.

The word “Advent” comes from the Latin word Adventus which
simply means, “coming.” Since the 4 and 5t centuries Christians have
prepared themselves to receive the coming of God into the world
through 24-28 days of prayer, Bible Study, time together, and worship.
During this season of Advent, | would like to encourage us to prepare for
God coming into the world by learning more about and reflexing on the
people God called to be the family that raised and shaped Jesus as a
child. We will discuss Mary of Nazareth, Elizabeth of Ein Karem, and Jo-
seph of Bethlehem. We will reflex on how these people responded to the
news that God was coming into the world. We will look for insight into
why God choose these people to be the family that raised the savior
and what this tells us about the character of God. We will consider how
their stories might guide us in our own decisions to be the people God
calls us fo be.
